Jesse Tree 

The Jesse Tree has long been used as a way to prepare for the celebration of the birth of 
Jesus. It is based in Isaiah 11:1 – “A shoot shall come out from the stump of Jesse, and a 
branch shall grow out of his roots.” For each day from December 1st through Christmas day 
there is an appointed reading and an accompanying symbol or ornament to be hung on a 
tree, traditionally made of a bare branch. These readings give us the stories of Jesus’ ances-
tors and the events leading up to his birth. On the reverse, you will find the readings for 
each day, as well as the accompanying symbol. Additional resources, including printable or-
naments can be found online.
