And I 
know that such a person—whether in the body or out of the body I do not know; 
God knows— was caught up into Paradise and heard things that are not to be 
told, that no mortal is permitted to repeat. On behalf of such a one I will boast, 
but on my own behalf I will not boast, except of my weaknesses. But if I wish to 
boast, I will not be a fool, for I will be speaking the truth. But I refrain from it, so 
that no one may think better of me than what is seen in me or heard from me, 
even considering the exceptional character of the revelations. Therefore, to keep 
me from being too elated, a thorn was given to me in the flesh, a messenger of 
Satan to torment me, to keep me from being too elated. Three times I appealed 



to the Lord about this, that it would leave me, but he said to me, ‘My grace is sufficient for 
you, for power is made perfect in weakness.’ So, I will boast all the more gladly of my 
weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me. Therefore I am content with 
weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and calamities for the sake of Christ; for 
whenever I am weak, then I am strong.

He 
made there, by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and he instituted, 
and in his Holy Gospel commanded us to continue, a perpetual memory of his precious 
death and sacrifice, until his coming again. 
 
So now, O merciful Father, in your great goodness, we ask you to bless and sanctify, 
with your Word and Holy Spirit, these gifts of bread and wine, that we, receiving them 
according to your Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his 
death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

Therefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of your dearly be-
loved Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we your humble servants celebrate and make here 
before your divine Majesty, with these holy gifts, the memorial your Son commanded 
us to make; remembering his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrec-
tion and glorious ascension, and his promise to come again. 
 
And we earnestly desire your fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this, our sacrifice 
of praise and thanksgiving; asking you to grant that, by the merits and death of your 
Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his Blood, we and your whole Church may obtain 
forgiveness of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. 
 
And here we offer and present to you, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a 
reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice. We humbly pray that all who partake of this Holy 
Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of your Son Jesus 
Christ, be filled with your grace and heavenly benediction, and be made one body with 
him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. 
 
And although we are unworthy, because of our many sins, to offer you any sacrifice, 
yet we ask you to accept this duty and service we owe, not weighing our merits, but 
pardoning our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord.
