‘See, I am setting a plumb-line 
   in the midst of my people Israel;

Then Amaziah, the priest of Bethel, sent to King Jeroboam of Israel, saying, ‘Amos has 
conspired against you in the very centre of the house of Israel; the land is not able to bear 
all his words. For thus Amos has said, 
“Jeroboam shall die by the sword,

And Amaziah said to Amos, ‘O seer, go, flee away to the land of Judah, earn your bread 
there, and prophesy there; but never again prophesy at Bethel, for it is the king’s 
sanctuary, and it is a temple of the kingdom.’ 
 
Then Amos answered Amaziah, ‘I am no prophet, nor a prophet’s son; but I am a 
herdsman, and a dresser of sycomore trees, and the Lord took me from following the 
flock, and the Lord said to me, “Go, prophesy to my people Israel."

Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, 
 
To the saints who are in Ephesus and are faithful in Christ Jesus: 
 
Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with 
every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, just as he chose us in Christ before the 
foundation of the world to be holy and blameless before him in love. He destined us for 
adoption as his children through Jesus Christ, according to the good pleasure of his will, 
to the praise of his glorious grace that he freely bestowed on us in the Beloved.

I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love towards all the saints, and for 
this reason I do not cease to give thanks for you as I remember you in my prayers. I 
pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of 
wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, so that, with the eyes of your heart 
enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has called you, what are the 
riches of his glorious inheritance among the saints, and what is the immeasurable 
greatness of his power for us who believe, according to the working of his great power. 
God put this power to work in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him 
at his right hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and authority and power and 
dominion, and above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the age 
to come. And he has put all things under his feet and has made him the head over all 
things for the church, which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.
