Hebrews 10: 1-10

Since the law has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the true form of
these realities, it can never, by the same sacrifices that are continually offered year
after year, make perfect those who approach. Otherwise, would they not have ceased
being offered, since the worshippers, cleansed once for all, would no longer have any
consciousness of sin? But in these sacrifices there is a reminder of sin year after year.
For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. Consequently,
when Christ came into the world, he said,

‘Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired,
but a body you have prepared for me;

in burnt-offerings and sin-offerings
you have taken no pleasure.

Then | said, “See, God, | have come to do your will, O God”
(in the scroll of the book it is written of me).’

When he said above, ‘You have neither desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and
offerings and burnt-offerings and sin-offerings’ (these are offered according to the
law), then he added, ‘See, | have come to do your will.” He abolishes the first in order
to establish the second. And it is by God’s will that we have been sanctified through
the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we
had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent
your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation.

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit
to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that
we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body with him, that he
may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under



your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of your heavenly kingdom,
where we shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and forever.
