Minister: Let us pray. 
 
Almighty and everlasting God, who in the Paschal mystery established the new cove-
nant of reconciliation: Grant that all who have been reborn into the fellowship of 
Christ’s Body may show forth in their lives what they profess by their faith; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for 
ever and ever. Amen. 
 
 
THE LESSONS  (congregation seated) 
 
Job 42:1-6 
Then Job answered the Lord: 
‘I know that you can do all things, 
   and that no purpose of yours can be thwarted. 



“Who is this that hides counsel without knowledge?” 
Therefore I have uttered what I did not understand, 
   things too wonderful for me, which I did not know. 
“Hear, and I will speak; 
   I will question you, and you declare to me.” 
I had heard of you by the hearing of the ear, 
   but now my eye sees you; 
therefore I despise myself, 
   and repent in dust and ashes.’ 
 
Reader:  The word of the Lord.  
People: Thanks be to God. 
 
Psalm 111 
1 Praise the LORD. I will give thanks unto the LORD with my whole heart, *  
     in the company of the upright, and among the congregation.  
2 The works of the LORD are great, *  
     sought out by all who have pleasure in them.  
3 His work is worthy to be praised and held in honor, * 
     and his righteousness endures for ever.  
4 He has made his marvelous works to be had in remembrance; * 
     The LORD is gracious and merciful. 
5 He has given food to those who fear him; * 
     he shall ever be mindful of his covenant.  
6 He has shown his people the power of his works, * 
     that he may give them the heritage of the nations. 
7 The works of his hands are faithfulness and justice; * 
     all his commandments are true.  
8 They stand fast for ever and ever, *

Revelation 1:1-19 
The revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave him to show his servants what must soon take 
place; he made it known by sending his angel to his servant John, who testified to the word 
of God and to the testimony of Jesus Christ, even to all that he saw. 
 
Blessed is the one who reads aloud the words of the prophecy, and blessed are those who 
hear and who keep what is written in it; for the time is near. 
 
John to the seven churches that are in Asia: 
 
Grace to you and peace from him who is and who was and who is to come, and from the sev-
en spirits who are before his throne, and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn 
of the dead, and the ruler of the kings of the earth. 
 
To him who loves us and freed us from our sins by his blood, and made us to be a kingdom, 
priests serving his God and Father, to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. 
Look! He is coming with the clouds; 
   every eye will see him, 
even those who pierced him; 
   and on his account all the tribes of the earth will wail. 
So it is to be. Amen. 
 
‘I am the Alpha and the Omega’, says the Lord God, who is and who was and who is to come, 
the Almighty. 
 
I, John, your brother who share with you in Jesus the persecution and the kingdom and the 
patient endurance, was on the island called Patmos because of the word of God and the tes-
timony of Jesus. I was in the spirit on the Lord’s day, and I heard behind me a loud voice like a 
trumpet saying, ‘Write in a book what you see and send it to the seven churches, to Ephesus, 
to Smyrna, to Pergamum, to Thyatira, to Sardis, to Philadelphia, and to Laodicea.’ 
 
Then I turned to see whose voice it was that spoke to me, and on turning I saw seven golden 
lampstands, and in the midst of the lampstands I saw one like the Son of Man, clothed with a 
long robe and with a golden sash across his chest. His head and his hair were white as white 
wool, white as snow; his eyes were like a flame of fire, his feet were like burnished bronze, 
refined as in a furnace, and his voice was like the sound of many waters. In his right hand he 
held seven stars, and from his mouth came a sharp, two-edged sword, and his face was like 
the sun shining with full force. 
 



When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead. But he placed his right hand on me, saying, 
‘Do not be afraid; I am the first and the last, and the living one. I was dead, and see, I am alive 
for ever and ever; and I have the keys of Death and of Hades. Now write what you have seen, 
what is, and what is to take place after this. 
 
Reader: The Word of the Lord. 
People: Thanks be to God. 
 
The Gospel  (congregation standing) 
Deacon: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John. 
People: Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 
John 20:19-31 
When it was evening on that day, the first day of the week, and the doors of the house where 
the disciples had met were locked for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them 
and said, ‘Peace be with you.’ After he said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then 
the disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, ‘Peace be with you. 
As the Father has sent me, so I send you.’ When he had said this, he breathed on them and 
said to them, ‘Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; if 
you retain the sins of any, they are retained.’ 
 
But Thomas (who was called the Twin), one of the twelve, was not with them when Jesus 
came. So the other disciples told him, ‘We have seen the Lord.’ But he said to them, ‘Unless I 
see the mark of the nails in his hands, and put my finger in the mark of the nails and my hand 
in his side, I will not believe.’ 
 
A week later his disciples were again in the house, and Thomas was with them. Although the 
doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and said, ‘Peace be with you.’ Then he 
said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it in my 
side. Do not doubt but believe.’ Thomas answered him, ‘My Lord and my God!’ Jesus said to 
him, ‘Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen 
and yet have come to believe.’ 
 
Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this 
book. But these are written so that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the 
Son of God, and that through believing you may have life in his name. 
 
Deacon: The Gospel of the Lord. 
People: Praise to you, Lord Christ. 
 
 



THE SERMON 
 
 
THE NICENE CREED  (congregation standing) 
We believe in one God, 

the Father, the Almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, 
of all that is, visible and invisible. 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the only-begotten Son of God,  
eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God, 
begotten, not made, 
of one Being with the Father; 
through him all things were made. 
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary, 
and was made man. 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried. 
On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; 
he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 
and his kingdom will have no end. 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 
who proceeds from the Father and the Son, 
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead, 
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

Almighty and everliving God, we are taught by your holy Word to offer prayers and 
supplications and to give thanks for all people. We humbly ask you mercifully to re-
ceive our prayers. Inspire continually the universal Church with the spirit of truth, uni-
ty, and concord; and grant that all who confess your holy Name may agree in the truth 
of your holy Word, and live in unity and godly love. 
 
Reader: Lord, in your mercy: 
People: Hear our prayer. 
 
We pray that you will lead the nations of the world in the way of righteousness; and so 
guide and direct their leaders, especially Donald, our President, Andy, our Governor, 
and Linda, our Mayor, that your people may enjoy the blessings of freedom and peace. 
Grant that our leaders may impartially administer justice, uphold integrity and truth, 
restrain wickedness and vice, and protect true religion and virtue. 
 
Reader: Lord, in your mercy: 
People: Hear our prayer. 
 
Give grace, heavenly Father, to all Bishops, Priests, and Deacons, and especially to your 
servants Steve, our Archbishop, Mark and Allen, our Bishops, and all our clergy, that by 
their life and teaching, they may proclaim your true and life-giving Word, and rightly 
and duly administer your holy Sacraments And to all your people give your heavenly 
grace, especially to this Congregation, that with reverent and obedient hearts we may 
hear and receive your holy Word, and serve you in holiness and righteousness all the 
days of our lives. 
  
Father, we ask that you continue to bless our search process for a new rector. Raise up 
for us, we pray, a priest and pastor who will boldly proclaim your Gospel, faithfully ad-
minister your sacraments, and serve your people with love and compassion, that we 
may be a home for spiritual orphans and seekers.

Prosper, we pray, all those who proclaim the Gospel of your kingdom throughout the world, 
and strengthen us to fulfill your great commission, making disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them and teaching them to obey all that you have commanded. 
 
Reader: Lord, in your mercy: 
People: Hear our prayer. 
 
We ask you in your goodness, O Lord, to comfort and sustain all who in this transitory life are 
in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity. 
 
Reader: Lord, in your mercy: 
People: Hear our prayer. 
 
We remember before you all your servants who have departed this life in your faith and fear, 
that your will for them may be fulfilled; and we ask you to give us grace to follow the good 
examples of all your saints, that we may share with them in your heavenly kingdom. 
 
Reader: Lord, in your mercy: 
People: Hear our prayer. 
 
Priest: Heavenly Father, grant these our prayers for the sake of Jesus Christ, our only Media-
tor and Advocate, who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now 
and for ever.

Celebrant: Yours, O Lord, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the  
 victory, and the majesty: for everything in heaven and on earth is yours; yours is 

the kingdom, O Lord, and you are exalted as Head above all.  
 
 All things come from you, O Lord, 
People: And of your own have we given you. 
 
 
THE SURSUM CORDA (congregation standing) 
Celebrant: The Lord be with you. 
People: And with your spirit. 
Celebrant: Lift up your hearts. 
People: We lift them up to the Lord. 
Celebrant: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People: It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
 
It is right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, 
Creator of heaven and earth. 
 
But chiefly are we bound to praise you for the glorious resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ 
our Lord; for he is the true Paschal Lamb, who was offered for us, and has taken away the sin 
of the world; who by his death has destroyed death, and by his rising to life again has won for 
us everlasting life.

THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION  (congregation kneeling) 
All praise and glory is yours, O God our heavenly Father, for in your tender mercy, you 
gave your only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption. He 
made there, by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and he instituted, 
and in his Holy Gospel commanded us to continue, a perpetual memory of his precious 
death and sacrifice, until his coming again. 
 
So now, O merciful Father, in your great goodness, we ask you to bless and sanctify, 
with your Word and Holy Spirit, these gifts of bread and wine, that we, receiving them 
according to your Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his 
death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.  
 
For on the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 
had given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my 
Body, which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 
 
Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to 
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is 
shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this 
in remembrance of me.”  
 
Therefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of your dearly be-
loved Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we your humble servants celebrate and make here 



before your divine Majesty, with these holy gifts, the memorial your Son commanded us 
to make; remembering his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection 
and glorious ascension, and his promise to come again. 
 
And we earnestly desire your fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this, our sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving; asking you to grant that, by the merits and death of your Son 
Jesus Christ, and through faith in his Blood, we and your whole Church may obtain for-
giveness of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. 
 
And here we offer and present to you, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a 
reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice. We humbly pray that all who partake of this Holy 
Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of your Son Jesus 
Christ, be filled with your grace and heavenly benediction, and be made one body with 
him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. 
 
And although we are unworthy, because of our many sins, to offer you any sacrifice, yet 
we ask you to accept this duty and service we owe, not weighing our merits, but pardon-
ing our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is 
yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.  Amen.

and are also heirs, through hope,  
of your everlasting kingdom. 

And we humbly ask you, heavenly Father,  
to assist us with your grace, 



that we may continue in that holy fellowship, 
and do all the good works that you have prepared for us to walk in; 

through Jesus Christ our Lord, 
to whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, 
be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen.
