THE LESSONS

Malachi 3:13-4:6

You have spoken harsh words against me, says the Lord. Yet you say, ‘How have we spoken
against you?’ You have said, ‘It is vain to serve God. What do we profit by keeping his
command or by going about as mourners before the Lord of hosts? Now we count the
arrogant happy; evildoers not only prosper, but when they put God to the test they escape.’

Then those who revered the Lord spoke with one another. The Lord took note and listened,
and a book of remembrance was written before him of those who revered the Lord and
thought on his name. They shall be mine, says the Lord of hosts, my special possession on the
day when | act, and | will spare them as parents spare their children who serve them. Then
once more you shall see the difference between the righteous and the wicked, between one
who serves God and one who does not serve him.

See, the day is coming, burning like an oven, when all the arrogant and all evildoers will be
stubble; the day that comes shall burn them up, says the Lord of hosts, so that it will leave
them neither root nor branch. But for you who revere my name the sun of righteousness shall
rise, with healing in its wings. You shall go out leaping like calves from the stall. And you shall
tread down the wicked, for they will be ashes under the soles of your feet, on the day when |
act, says the Lord of hosts.

Remember the teaching of my servant Moses, the statutes and ordinances that | commanded
him at Horeb for all Israel.

Lo, | will send you the prophet Elijah before the great and terrible day of the Lord comes. He
will turn the hearts of parents to their children and the hearts of children to their parents, so
that | will not come and strike the land with a curse.

2 Thessalonians 3:6-16

Now we command you, beloved, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to keep away
from believers who are living in idleness and not according to the tradition that they
received from us. For you yourselves know how you ought to imitate us; we were not
idle when we were with you, and we did not eat anyone’s bread without paying for it;
but with toil and labour we worked night and day, so that we might not burden any of
you. This was not because we do not have that right, but in order to give you an
example to imitate. For even when we were with you, we gave you this command:
Anyone unwilling to work should not eat. For we hear that some of you are living in
idleness, mere busybodies, not doing any work. Now such persons we command and



exhort in the Lord Jesus Christ to do their work quietly and to earn their own living.
Brothers and sisters, do not be weary in doing what is right.

Take note of those who do not obey what we say in this letter; have nothing to do with
them, so that they may be ashamed. Do not regard them as enemies, but warn them as
believers.

Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all times in all ways. The Lord be
with all of you.

They asked him, ‘Teacher, when will this be, and what will be the sign that this is about to
take place?” And he said, ‘Beware that you are not led astray; for many will come in my
name and say, “l am he!” and, “The time is near!” Do not go after them.

‘When you hear of wars and insurrections, do not be terrified; for these things must take
place first, but the end will not follow immediately.” Then he said to them, ‘Nation will rise



against nation, and kingdom against kingdom; there will be great earthquakes, and in
various places famines and plagues; and there will be dreadful portents and great signs
from heaven.

‘But before all this occurs, they will arrest you and persecute you; they will hand you
over to synagogues and prisons, and you will be brought before kings and governors
because of my name. This will give you an opportunity to testify. So make up your
minds not to prepare your defence in advance; for | will give you words and a wisdom
that none of your opponents will be able to withstand or contradict. You will be
betrayed even by parents and brothers, by relatives and friends; and they will put some
of you to death. You will be hated by all because of my name. But not a hair of your
head will perish. By your endurance you will gain your souls.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we
had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent
your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the
Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his
suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of



death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to
your right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the throne of grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had
given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body,
which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is
shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in
remembrance of me.”

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts.

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of
your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament,
and be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of
time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into
the joy of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.
Amen.
