THE LESSONS

Nehemiah 9:6-15

And Ezra said: ‘You are the Lord, you alone; you have made heaven, the heaven of heavens,
with all their host, the earth and all that is on it, the seas and all that is in them. To all of them
you give life, and the host of heaven worships you. You are the Lord, the God who chose
Abram and brought him out of Ur of the Chaldeans and gave him the name Abraham; and you
found his heart faithful before you, and made with him a covenant to give to his descendants
the land of the Canaanite, the Hittite, the Amorite, the Perizzite, the Jebusite, and the
Girgashite; and you have fulfilled your promise, for you are righteous.

‘And you saw the distress of our ancestors in Egypt and heard their cry at the Red Sea. You
performed signs and wonders against Pharaoh and all his servants and all the people of his
land, for you knew that they acted insolently against our ancestors. You made a name for
yourself, which remains to this day. And you divided the sea before them, so that they passed
through the sea on dry land, but you threw their pursuers into the depths, like a stone into
mighty waters. Moreover, you led them by day with a pillar of cloud, and by night with a pillar
of fire, to give them light on the way in which they should go. You came down also upon
Mount Sinai, and spoke with them from heaven, and gave them right ordinances and true



laws, good statutes and commandments, and you made known your holy sabbath to them
and gave them commandments and statutes and a law through your servant Moses. For their
hunger you gave them bread from heaven, and for their thirst you brought water for them
out of the rock, and you told them to go in to possess the land that you swore to give them.

For the Lord’s sake accept the authority of every human institution, whether of the emperor
as supreme, or of governors, as sent by him to punish those who do wrong and to praise
those who do right. For it is God’s will that by doing right you should silence the ignorance of
the foolish. As servants of God, live as free people, yet do not use your freedom as a pretext
for evil. Honour everyone. Love the family of believers. Fear God. Honour the emperor.

Slaves, accept the authority of your masters with all deference, not only those who are kind
and gentle but also those who are harsh. For it is to your credit if, being aware of God, you
endure pain while suffering unjustly. If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong,
where is the credit in that? But if you endure when you do right and suffer for it, you have
God’s approval. For to this you have been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving
you an example, so that you should follow in his steps.



‘He committed no sin,

and no deceit was found in his mouth.’
When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, he did not threaten; but he
entrusted himself to the one who judges justly. He himself bore our sins in his body on the
cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been
healed. For you were going astray like sheep, but now you have returned to the shepherd and
guardian of your souls.

John 10:1-10

‘Very truly, | tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but climbs in by
another way is a thief and a bandit. The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the
sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep hear his voice. He calls his own
sheep by name and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of
them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice. They will not follow a stranger,
but they will run from him because they do not know the voice of strangers.’ Jesus used this
figure of speech with them, but they did not understand what he was saying to them.

So again Jesus said to them, ‘Very truly, | tell you, | am the gate for the sheep. All who came
before me are thieves and bandits; but the sheep did not listen to them. | am the gate.
Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture. The thief
comes only to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have life, and have it
abundantly.

It is right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father
Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth.

But chiefly are we bound to praise you for the glorious resurrection of your Son Jesus
Christ our Lord; for he is the true Paschal Lamb, who was offered for us, and has taken
away the sin of the world; who by his death has destroyed death, and by his rising to life
again has won for us everlasting life.

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the
company of heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

THE SANCTUS
Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God of power and might,
heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest.
Blessed is he who comes in the Name of the Lord.
Hosanna in the highest.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we
had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent
your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the
Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his
suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of death,
trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your
right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the throne of grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had
given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body,
which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”



Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is
shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this
in remembrance of me.”

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts.

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood
of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy
Sacrament, and be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him. In
the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all
your saints into the joy of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to
face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.
Amen.

And now as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray:
